Tasmanian charity receives share of $1million

The generously donated funds from the Newman’s Own Foundation will support SecondBite Tasmania with a refrigerated van and operational costs that will result in tonnes of perfectly edible food being redistributed to members of the community who need it most.
The surplus food is collected from major retailers and wholesalers and promptly delivered to community groups and food relief agencies who provide such a valuable service to people who may be homeless or living with disadvantage.
Food is not only an essential item, but it plays a central role in a stable family environment, and with this funding SecondBite can really make a difference to peoples lives, while at the same time having a positive effect on the environment by preventing safe food from ending up in landfill”. 
This year Bob Forrester, the president of the Newman’s Own Foundation will be visiting Australia to officially present the grants and meet with this year’s successful charities and past beneficiaries at events taking place in Melbourne and Sydney. 

With a career spanning forty years, Bob Forrester is an internationally recognised leader in the philanthropic and non-governmental sectors and was a close personal friend and philanthropic advisor to Paul Newman.

This year’s donations to community-based charities across Australia have brought the total funding to more than $13 million since the first Paul Newman’s Own products were sold on supermarket shelves 26 years ago. To date, Paul Newman and Newman’s Own Foundation have donated over $379 million to thousands of charities around the world and is a powerful and lasting expression of Paul Newman's generosity.
